$2,000,000 in private donations
in 1991, the Depot was histori-
cally restored and today houses
the Martin and Osa Johnson
Safari Museum on the south end
and the Chanute Public Library

a park, gazebo, hike/bike path
and a small collection of rail
stock.

constructed the Austin
Bridge in 1872. The 160

foot bowstring arch design
spanned the Neosho River
east of what is now Cha-
nute. Local pioneers in-

vested $15,000 for their economic future to build the bridge to get

livestock and crops to the railhead. In 1910, the bridge was moved
downstream to the community of Austin. In 1972, it was closed to
vehicular traffic, remaining open to foot traffic. On September 15,
1977, the bridge was added to the National Register of Historic
Places. In August of 1999, the bridge was moved into Santa Fe Park

to become the southern terminus of a drile hike/bike path.
